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Project scope: 
 
The decontamination and removal of both internal and 
external plant and equipment. 
 
Following the closure of the plant, the client required the 
dismantling and removal of external storage tanks containing 
both high and low flash material residues, internal blending 
units and feed systems, batching and storage tanks. 
 
All buildings were to be cleared of plant and equipment back 
to the fabric of the structure to allow the site to be marketed 
for re-use. 
 

Health & Safety: 
 
Significant risk was placed on the nature of the feed stocks 
used within the plant, high flash chemicals were stored and 
used to blend product. 
A defined Safe System of Work was developed and specific 
control mechanisms put in place to manage the risk. 
 
Client’s Controls: 
 
Due to the nature of the materials associated to the plant, a 
strict hot cutting ban was put in place; tanks, plant and 
equipment were dismantled using cold cutting techniques. 
 
Following control of the risk, further processing using hot cut 
techniques was carried out in a designated processing area 
under permit conditions. 
 
Outcome: 
 
Validation of the project’s compliance to SHE legislation was 
essential for the future development of site. All relevant 
information required by the CDM Coordinator was efficiently 
supplied allowing the completion of the Health & Safety File 
(including full traceability of all materials arising).
